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I want to thank the Budget Committee for all the  
thought and effort they put into the recommendations 
they have made for the distribution of the budget sur-
plus.  You know that something is “meant to be” 
when it comes before NHI , a few clarifications are 
made and the motion passes unanimously.  Thanks to 
Beth, Nathan, and Nancy for this plan. I’m grateful to 
be part of a committee which really takes “carrying 
the message” seriously.   
The recommendations that passed are as follows:  
Supporting recovery by carrying the message  
to meetings within NH : 
· $1,600 will be used to support NHI meetings with 
Literature Grants. (See grant process.) 
· $500 will be used to fund the sending of NHI 
delegates to the two Region 6 Assemblies and the 
World Service Business Conference (WSBC). 
· $300 will be used to fund NHI Public Information 
activities. 
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Per NHI vote at the last meeting, literature grants are 
now available to all NHI groups.  The following is 
the process for groups to benefit from this one time 
opportunity. 
 
Please note: $50 of the $1,600 will be set aside in 
case a new meeting opens up in the next 6 Guide-
lines months. 
NHI meetings can be reimbursed for up to $50 of 
OA literature orders placed with the World Service 
Office in the next 6 months (November to April) by 
following these guidelines: 
1. A Meeting’s Literature chair places an order us-
ing the World Service Office Literature Catalog’s 
order form or website. 
 

2.  When the Literature chair receives the order, he/
she has the Meeting’s Treasurer sign the original 
receipt enclosed with the order or printed from the 
website. 
 

3. The Literature chair submits the signed receipt to 
the NHI Treasurer complete with the Meeting’s 
Group Number, city, meeting day/time, and the 
name and address of person to be reimbursed. 
 

4.  The NHI Treasurer will send out reimbursement 

 Supporting recovery by carrying the message 
worldwide:  
· $500 will be contributed to World Service’s Pub-
lic Awareness Campaign Fund. 
· $300 will be contributed to World Service’s Dele-
gates’ Support Fund. 
· $300 will be contributed to donating literature to 
Namibia and/or Region 9.

who served as Alternate Region 6 Delegate for one 
Region 6 Assembly.  Although she did not get to 
participate as a voting member, I hope she enjoyed 
the unique experience that attending an Assembly 
meeting is.

Jill has represented another inter-
group as a Region 6 Delegate and will bring much 
experience to the position.  Thank you to you both 
for your willingness to serve.

If there are remain-
ing funds after the 6 months have passed (May 
2008), meetings will be encouraged to place addi-
tional orders and seek reimbursement – on a first-
come, first-serve basis until the funds are depleted.

When life hands me difficult lessons, I 
have a Fellowship of support, if I reach out for it. 
I’ve also found the joy of practicing gratitude, 
which I didn’t have when I first walked through the 
doors of OA.  No, I don’t have the best life, but I 
have a life, and for that I am grateful.
